• Beginning of the process of multi-sectoral policy 
integration

• Include the pathway of SFS into the new National 
Strategy for Agriculture and Rural Development
(2021-2025)

IBC lead by example

Trickle-down effect from IBC-SFS to individual agencies “common 
thinking”, to foster multi-sectoral and multi-disciplinary work 
among Ministries and partners at country level 

Synergies are becoming more evident on key regional policy issues 
(e.g. school feeding and nutrition education, agriculture-
environment interface, circular economy, financing policies for 
greening agriculture)  

Improved sharing and use of evidence and data
